Follow New York Avenue to Route 50 East.  Follow Route 50 East for approximately 25 miles.  Take exit 24 Rowe Boulevard, South to Annapolis and stay in the right lane.  The right lane will merge onto Rowe Boulevard.  Proceed to the second light, Taylor Avenue and turn right.  Follow for ¾ of a mile and make a left hand turn into the Westin hotel courtyard.  Travel time approximately 50 minutes without traffic.

DIRECTIONS FROM BALTIMORE
